Activity about Family
While He was still talking to the multitudes, behold, His mother and brothers stood outside, seeking to speak with Him. 47 Then one said to Him, “Look, Your mother and Your brothers are standing outside, seeking to speak with You.” 

But He answered and said to the one who told Him, “Who is My mother and who are My brothers?” And He stretched out His hand toward His disciples and said, “Here are My mother and My brothers! For whoever does the will of My Father in heaven is My brother and sister and mother.” (Mark, III: 20-21 e 31-35 – Matthew, XII: 46-50).

What did Jesus mean when he said: “Who is My mother and who are My brothers?” 

Never losing an opportunity to teach, he took advantage of the moment of the arrival of his family in order to show the difference which exists between bodily and spiritual kinship. (The Gospel According to Spiritism - Chapter 14 - Honour your father and your mother)

What does the concept of corporeal relationships mean?

Answer found at The Gospel According To Spiritism: Blood ties do not necessarily create bonds between spirits. The body comes from the body. But the spirit does not proceed from the spirit, since the spirit already existed before the formation of the body. The parents do not create the spirit of the child. They do nothing more than supply the material wrapping, although it is their duty to help the intellectual and moral development of their child, in order to further its progress. Those who are incarnated in the same family, especially as close relations, are often sympathetic spirits linked by past relationships, which express themselves by reciprocated affections during ther earthly live. But it can also happen that they are completely strangers to each other, distant one another due to past aversions which, while on Earth, are translated into mutual antagonisms, that serve them as probations.

What does the concept of spiritual relationships mean?

Answer found at The Gospel According To Spiritism: Families through spiritual ties are durable, the first strengthen themselves with purification and perpetuate themselves in the spiritual world by several migrations of the soul. The second, fragile as the physical body, extinguishes themselves along time and, in many instances, dissolves themselves morally even in the present existence. This is what Jesus tried to make comprehensible when he said to his disciples "Here is my mother and my brothers, that is, my family by spiritual ties."
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
